Minutes from October 12, 2007

Motion by Elma Rosas to approve October 12, 2007 minutes with amendments.  Reva Correia seconds motion.  Motion carried.
2007 CACEO Legislative Proposals:

Item 3, Submitted by Barbara Dunmore, Riverside County:  Amends Election Code section 18541.  Facilitates voter privacy and removes the potential of dissuading another person from voting by prohibiting photography and videotaping inside polling places without the express consent of the elections official.
Motion to accept as CACEO proposal 08-03 by Barbara Dunmore.  Dave MacDonald seconds motion.  Motion carried.
Item 4, Submitted by Jill LaVine, Sacramento County:  Proposes to restore Election Code section 13001 which funds Special Statewide Elections.  13001 sunsets on January 1, 2008.
Motion to accept as CACEO proposal 08-04 by Lee Lundrigan.  Jim McCauley seconds motion.  Motion carried.
Item 5, Submitted by Candace Grubbs, Butte County:  Proposes to require Superior Court to furnish to the elections official twice annually a certified list of all persons who have been convicted of felonies and sentenced to prison.  It proposes to amend Elections Code section 2212.
Discussion:  Perhaps information regarding felons should go to the Secretary of State since it relates to statewide data.  Suggestion made that if this is desired then it should be a separate proposal.

Motion to accept as CACEO proposal 08-05 by Candace Grubbs.  Lee Lundrigan seconds motion.  Motion carried.
Discussion related to Vote-by-Mail Elections:

· Should our legislative proposal for subtraction of Permanent Absentee Voters from consolidation calculations be re-introduced?  Legislature is still considering this.

· Discussion of AB 1654 (Huffman)

· Could we work with CSAC regarding vote-by-mail elections?

· Various vote-by-mail technologies discussed

· General pros/cons, costs, and trends in vote-by-mail discussed

· CACEO members would be interested in proposing – this session – legislation that would allow for vote-by-mail Special State Elections.  Dean Logan, Joe Holland, Barbara Dunmore and Candace Grubbs to work on proposal.
Other discussion:

· Los Angeles County has developed mechanism for capturing voting history during the course of the canvass.
· CACEO should continue to pursue:

· avenues regarding rebuttable presumption as it relates to former addresses on voter registration affidavits and 
· timelines for referenda as they relate to early primary ballots.  (See problems with Indian Gaming referenda this year.)
