Minutes from July 8, 2008

Motion by Elaine Ginnold to approve April 4, 2008 minutes.  Candy Grubbs seconds motion.  Motion carried.

General Information

· Barry Brokaw of Sacramento Advocates gave a summary of the current environment in the capitol given the extreme circumstances related to the delay in passing a state budget.  Steve Weir commented on the possibility of a special election related to the current budget environment occurring in the near future.
· Ronda Paschal, Cathy Mitchell, and Jana Lean of Secretary of State gave scenarios related to adding more measures to November ballot at this late stage in the election cycle.  They also expressed the Secretary of State’s actions and concerns related to these possible late measures. The SOS is interacting with the Legislature on these matters so that it understands risks.  
· SOS staff also described a struggle within the American Independent Party regarding Presidential candidate choice.
· Lindsey McWilliams expressed concern about the possibility that local fire agencies may attempt to remove poll places from fire stations.  SOS will look into this.

SB 967 (Simitian) – Election Precincts
Position:  No position

Discussion:  Bill has new and ambiguous provisions related to precinct population size.

Motion to remove support position by Steve  Weir.  Candy Grubbs seconds motion.  Motion carried.  Janice Atkinson will write letter regarding removal of support position.
AB 984 (Price) – Vote by mail voter’s ballots: postage

Position:  Oppose unless amended

Discussion:  Bill is dead.

AB 1292 (Mendoza)  Vote by mail voters: ballot materials

Position:  Watch with concern.

Discussion:  Bill is dead.
AB 1662 (Cook)  Special Absentees: oversees voting    

Position:  Oppose unless amended

Discussion:  Bill is dead.
AB 2218 (Gaines) Local government assessment and fee ballots
Position:  Oppose unless amended

Discussion:  Bill is dead.
AB 2584 (Mendoza) Elections
Position:  Support.

Discussion:  This Secretary of State sponsored bill would exempt a voter from attaching circulator information to a written request for removal of his or signature from an initiative, referendum or recall petition.  Bill also requires SOS to be named as a real party in interest in any proceeding concerning errors regarding state candidates and measures except for superior court candidates.  Bill is moving in its current form.
AB 2628 (Adams) – Election day incidences and irregularities

Position:  Oppose unless amended

Discussion: Bill is dead.   Author would like to address CACEO next month on this bill and other election proposals.
AB 2633 (Tricot) – Election precincts

Position:  Oppose

Discussion:  Bill is dead.
AB 2958 (Karnette) Elections:  sample ballots and notice of polling place  

Position:  Oppose unless amended

Discussion:  Bill is dead.
SB 381 (Calderon) Voter registration
Position:  Support in concept
Discussion:  Latest amendments are technical.  Will have more detailed discussion as the bill moves forward.
SB 1694 (Florez, et al) Elections: primary election ballots. 

Position:  No position
Discussion:  The subject of this bill is related to informing decline-to-state voters of their voting choices in a primary.  There is another bill – AB 2953 – that is related in concept.  Discussion regarding relative merits of the bill and implementation strategies if either bill passes (especially regarding how to inform DTS voter of their rights). 
AB 1808 (Huff) – Ballot statements:  candidates for Federal office

Position:  No position

Discussion:  Bill has been chaptered.
AB 1819 (Price, et al) – Elections: voter registration

Position:  No position

Discussion:  Bill is dead.

AB 1928 (Anderson) – Elections: vote-by-mail ballots

Position:  No position

Discussion:  Most counties already adhere to provisions of bill.  Is in Rules Committee.
