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Legislative Representative

Vicki Petersen called the meeting to order at 10:35 a.m.

Motion by Barbara Chambers, second by Terri Lipscomb to approve the minutes of the January 29, 2009 meeting; motion carried.  Thank you to Rosemary Dickson for taking the minutes for the January meeting.
Barbara Chambers volunteered to take minutes for the March 26, 2009 meeting.

Updates on Legislation we are tracking:

AB 1143—Matt Siverling reported Assembly member MA accepted the changes that we recommended.  CDPH may have concerns about the changes that would affect the text on the back of the license regarding the name change (middle name).  Their concern is the cost for reprinting new licenses. Discussion points on this issue:

1.
County Clerks give an information sheet about the name change to each couple 
2.
The couple doesn’t even see the back of the license until after it is issued (they have already made their choice/s about name change at time of issue)

3.
The back of the license is not part of a certified copy of a license that any other agency would see

4.
The back of the license had incorrect information about the number of days for the return of the license for many years with not issue or problems.

5.
If this does become an issue with CDPH, we will withdraw that change and only move forward with the change that provides for the amendment to be done if there is a clerical error.

An additional item was brought up by Donna Allred, Sacramento County regarding the self selected options bride/groom boxes.  Their Social Security offices will not accept the license if the optional boxes are marked but do not reflect the correct box (i.e. bride marks “groom” box and/or groom marks “bride” box).  This is not an amendable field.
AB 620—Matt reported there shouldn’t be a problem with this Clerk Sponsored bill—Vicki Petersen will track—This bill would change the minimum size requirements of the ID cards to 3 ¼” by 2” for professional registrations;  specifies that an ID card for a partnership or corporation registration shall be issued in the name of the partnership or corporation and shall not contain a photo;   clarifies that the ID card issued to an employee of a partnership or corporation shall state the name of the employee and include “employee of (partnership or corporation).  The bill also adds penalty of perjury statements to the professional photocopier registrations, adds a provision for a written confirmation from the notary authorizing use of their commission if the notary is not the applicant for the photocopier registration, and allows the county clerk to not have to retain a notice of pending expiration of a fictitious business name statement if it is returned as undeliverable.
AB 1123—is our other sponsored bill; Vicki will also track; clarifies that a process server must do a new Live Scan form on the initial filing or when renewing a registration that has lapsed; and it changes the hearing for the suspension or revocation of a certificate of registration to the presiding judge of the superior court.
AB 1245—Kathie Moran agreed to track the bill that was reintroduced this year regarding recovery of public records.
