	Existing law authorizes the Solano County Board of Supervisors to increase fees for marriage licenses and confidential marriage licenses, as well as certified copies of marriage, birth and death certificates, by up to $2.00 each year, based on specific findings and declarations, with further increases allowed on an annual basis.  Existing law requires that these fees be allocated to domestic violence prevention, intervention, and prosecution.  Existing law provides that the sunset date of this authorization is January 1.2012. This bill would extend the operation of the existing law indefinitely relative to Solano County.
