1. Call to Order   Meeting started at 10:00 AM.  Also in attendance: Robin January, Placer; Margarita Williams, Santa Cruz; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative.
2. Approval of Minutes (March 17th, 2016) Motion to approve, Monique Blakely, Los Angeles; Second Ernie Dronenburg, Jr., San Diego; passed unanimously.
3. Legislative Advocate Update
All active bills had to be heard by Friday last week.  Many bills died.  Appropriations is next.
Assembly Bill 2882 (Committee on Judiciary) Family Code/Marriage Cleanup

This is supposed to be a non-controversial bill.  ¾ of what we asked for is in the bill.  Still working on other ¼.  
Assembly Bill 2128 (Achadjian) “Conflict or War” Deletion

This issue arose from AB 2882.  Marriage by proxy issue.  VA has issues with this, and they didn’t want to remove “conflict or war”.  Bill was amended to say the service person had to complete, sign under penalty of perjury, and submit the form to the clerk.  Clerk will have to accept it, which makes this process purely clerical and removes discretion on the eligibility based on the location and whether it qualifies as an area of “conflict or war”.
Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries and Notary ID Requirement
Similar to AB 2882.  This would allow notaries to use other mailing choices than Certified.  When taking an Oath of Office, they have to show ID.  Also fixed specifying which clerk to go to in the bill. 
Assembly Bill 2033 (Wilk) California Administrative Code Of Regulations

County Clerk office wouldn’t be required to have the California Codes available to the public.  Most counties put them in the Law Library or County Library.  There’s concern that they don’t have clear direction on where the Code should go, so they asked us to withdraw the bill for next year.
Senate Bill 974:  County Clerk/Clerk of the Court Cleanup

Another reference to “county clerk” that needs to be amended to accurately identify the “clerk of the court”.  Senate Governance and Finance Committee put this in their Omnibus bill.
Assembly Bill 1646 (Gallagher) LDA Cleanup

Conflicting problem with AB 285, which if passed, unintendedly would create an education requirement for UDAs as well.  Currently, there aren’t any education requirements for UDAs, which is why AB 1646 was created.  Assembly Judiciary Committee felt the education requirement should apply to UDAs as well, to benefit the public.  Because of this, the author dropped the bill.


Assembly Bill 1546 (Olsen) Vital Records/Intaglio Print
This bill was eligible for hearing in January.  It was heard by the Assembly Health Committee (approved 19-0) and the Assembly Appropriations Committee.  By the end of this week, it needs to get of the Assembly Floor.  The measure requires a study of the current options, and whether we are using the best technology available to protect this information or if other avenues should be explored.

Assembly Bill 1707 (Linder) Public Records

Public Records Act (PRA) requires state and local agencies to make public records available for inspection, unless an exemption from disclosure applies.  The act requires a response to a written request for public records that includes a denial of the request, in whole or in part, to be in writing.  AB 1707 requires a denial response for every document withheld and the exemptions that apply to each document.  This bill was created because requestors didn’t understand why their requests were rejected or if exempt documents even exist.  Many counties are electronic systems that issue written responses to requests.  This bill causes concern about the time required to fulfill the requirements and keep a “privilege log” of all the records (which may be thousands per request).  Author decided to drop the bill.
