1. Call to Order
Meeting started at 10:02 AM.  Also in attendance: Margarita Williams, Santa Cruz; Bobby Bergstrom, Tuolumne; Michele Gutierrez / Donna Linder / Jamie Schultz, Stanislaus; Laura Briones, Alameda; Margaret Tseng, San Mateo; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative. 
2. Approval of Minutes (January 19th, 2017).

Motion to approve, David Valenzuela, Ventura; Second Monique Blakely, Los Angeles; passed unanimously.  
3. Legislation Updates with Matt

February 17th was the last day to introduce bills.  There are more bills this year, because they are allowing each assembly member to add 10 more bills.  There are 1,687 Assembly Bills and 808 Senate Bills for a total of 2,495 bills, which is about 200 measures above the normal.  Many of them are spot bills, so they can be amended substantially in the next 30 days before the bill is heard.  It’ll be quiet for the next 4 weeks or so, while all the spot bills become amended.

Assembly Bill 660 (Rubio) Fictitious Business Name Publication Solicitation

We are trying to make this a crime, and we’ll come up with a punishment.  We’ll take a look at how San Bernardino has done this so far.  They understand that only a few people are causing a problem.

· (Previous Discussion) Business and Professions Code 17917 – Amending 17918, 17919, 17922, 17923, 17924, 17930.
· Removes publication requirement for FBN statements, original filings, withdrawals, amendments, and abandonments.
· It is difficult to find which newspaper the FBN is published in.
· This could benefit the public, because the process of filing the FBN and then searching for the FBN is very tedious.  Many customers question why they have to do this.
· Takes resources in the Clerk’s office to spend time doing these filings, and this service is free to the public.  Example: Los Angeles filed 110,000 proof of publications, which took 4-6 clerks full time to process.
· Newspaper companies are against this proposal.
· The California Newspaper Publishers Association said they would help with “bad actors” (solicitors that are aggressive and possibly hostile/combative).  But, if we try to push the proposal with removing the publication requirement, then they would use all their resources to fight the proposal. 
Assembly Bill 82 (Medina) Diacritical Marks
Some people think this was done before 1986, but if this is true, it was probably done by hand.  They are waiting for us to give them fiscal requirements to achieve this bill.  We maybe could oppose for fiscal reasons.  CACEO votes to oppose this bill.
· (Previous Discussion) Business and Professions Code 17917 – Amending 17918, 17919, 17922, 17923, 17924, 17930.
· Back in 2014, this was called AB 2528.  This bill includes all vital records, including marriage licenses include diacritical marks, including but not limited to accents, tildes, graves, umlats and cedillas.

· Problem can occur with software, because only the normal 26 letters of the alphabet are available, so an update would need to happen to accept diacritical marks.

Assembly Bill 430 (Irwin) Marriage Solemnization: Judges (Urgency – Effective Immediately)
Last year, AB 2761 was chaptered to allow former Legislature Members and Constitutional Officers of this state, former Members of Congress of the United States who represented a district within this state, and current and former elected officials of a city, county, or city and county, to solemnize a marriage.
· AB 430

· Removes the requirement that county supervisors, city clerks, and elected mayors obtain and review all available instructions for marriage solemnization before first solemnizing a marriage. 

· Prohibits any elected person from accepting compensation for solemnizing a marriage and prohibits them from solemnizing a marriage if they have been removed from office due to committing an offense or convicted of a crime that involves moral turpitude, dishonesty, or fraud.
· Allows judges special privilege to receive compensation. 

· CACEO votes to be neutral.
Assembly Bill 1246 (Obernolte) California Administrative Code Of Regulations/County Librarians
This is a spot bill, so we have time to come up with language.  Some counties use the county library and some use the law library, we could craft or agree to language that would clearly steer the public to the correct location depending on which county they were looking.  
· (Previous Discussion) California Administrative Code Of Regulations/County Librarians – Code says the County Clerk will maintain the California Code of Regulations, but only a few counties out of 58 did this.  We tried to propose legislation last year, but we needed to fix how to direct the public to find the code.
