1. Call to Order
Meeting started at 10:03 AM.  Also in attendance: Bobby Bergstrom, Tuolumne; Cindy Lee, Fresno; Michele Gutierrez / Donna Linder, Stanislaus; Deborah LaGrande, Glenn; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative. 
2. Approval of Minutes (December 14th, 2016).

Fixed Jamie Parangan’s last name spelling.  AB 1546 removed “removing the requirement”.  Motion to approve, Portia Sanders; Second Florence Shimano, Marin; passed unanimously.  
3. Legislative Advocate Update
Deadline for legislative counsel is tomorrow, which means Matt would’ve had to submit a form make a proposal into a prospective legislation.  Next deadline is the introduction deadline on February 17th, which means we need to find an author for our proposals.  This does not apply to 2/3rd majority bills or Committee bills.  There should be around 2,500 bills.
4. Legislative Proposals

(Ventura) – Fingerprint Cards and the Request for Livescan – Amending Business and Professions Code 22352b. – Trying to fix outdated language.  Changing the fingerprint cards to say a fee to cover the actual cost of processing the completed request for Livescan when submitting with the initial certificate registration.  Could be in an omnibus bill.

California Administrative Code Of Regulations/County Librarians – Code says that the County Clerk will maintain the California Code of Regulations, but only a few counties out of 58 actually did this.  Instead, we tried to proposal legislation last year, but we needed to fix how to direct the public to find the code.  Assembly Member Obernolte (R) is willing to author this proposal, if we can fix the language.  If not, he’s also willing to help in the future.
(Los Angeles) FBN Publications – Business and Professions Code 17917 – Amending 17918, 17919, 17922, 17923, 17924, 17930. – Removes publication requirement for FBN statements, original filings, withdrawals, amendments, and abandonments.
· It is difficult to find which newspaper the FBN is published in.
· This could benefit the public, because the process of filing the FBN and then searching for the FBN is very tedious.  Many customers question why they have to do this.
· Takes resources in the Clerk’s office to spend time doing these filings, and this service is free to the public.  Example: Los Angeles filed 110,000 proof of publications, which took 4-6 clerks full time to process.
· Maybe other associations like the Small Business Administration might back us.
· Newspaper companies are against this proposal.
· The California Newspaper Publishers Association said they would help with “bad actors” (solicitors that are aggressive and possibly hostile/combative).  But, if we try to push the proposal with removing the publication requirement, then they would use all their resources to fight the proposal. 
Assembly Bill 82 (Medina) Diacritical Marks
Back in 2014, this was called AB 2528.  This bill includes all vital records, including marriage licenses include diacritical marks, including but not limited to accents, tildes, graves, umlats and cedillas.
· Problem can occur with software, because only the normal 26 letters of the alphabet are available, so an update would need to happen to accept diacritical marks.
· Another problem is, if one record shows a diacritical mark and another does not, is it considered the same name?  With the marks, it shouldn’t be the same name anymore.

· How many marks do we need to actually have?  What if they narrow it down?

· Perhaps wait for more information before opposing this bill.  

(Not Discussed) (Ventura) – Allows Couples to Amend the New Name Field within 90 Days of the Date of Marriage – Amending Family Code 306.5 – Sometimes people don’t realize they didn’t change their name. 

· This would help couples from avoiding having to go to court to change their name.  Example: $435 fee cost to change their name at court.
