1. Call to order   Meeting started at 10:02 AM.  Also in attendance: Joanna Francescut, Shasta; John Tuteur, Napa; Donna Johnston, Sutter; Margarita Williams, Santa Cruz; Donna Linder, Stanislaus; April Westbrook, Lake; Teresa Williamson, San Joaquin; Alissia Northrup, Del Norte; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative.
2. Approval of minutes (December 9, 2015) Motion to approve, Jenny Stasik, San Bernardino; Second Teresa Williamson, San Joaquin; passed unanimously. 
3. Legislative Updates
Most bills are introduced at the end of February before the deadline.  Estimation of 2,500 bills will be introduced.  Currently, very few bills to track.  Legislative hearings are usually after Easter break.

New Assembly Speaker: Anthony Rendon from Los Angeles.
Proposals:
1. Clean up the Marriage Family Codes 300-536.

a. One request is a deletion of the qualifier where if you’re in the military and stationed overseas you be stationed in an area with a conflict or war.  The committee thought it might need its own bill.
2. Notaries and Confidential Marriage Licenses.  Issue in many counties to try control the population of (authorized) notaries.  Counties are being challenged on whether they have the ability to limit the size of the program.  Currently looking for another author for this proposal.

3. Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries – Gives notaries additional options to use instead of Certified Mail. This should move through without any controversy.
4. Notary ID Requirements – Require Notaries to verify their identities from the County Clerks.  All 3 committees liked the proposal and signed off on it.

5. Administrative Code of Regulations – John Tuteur – Copies of the Code need to be updated and in-house.  Most counties have this with the County Librarian, even if it’s not stated in the code.  Idea to amend the code to say it belongs with the County Librarian and Law Librarian.  This will be a standalone bill. 

6. Clerk of the Court – Cleanup of incorrect references to the Clerk and the Court or to the County Clerk.  R&T Code Section 19202.  This will appear in the Revenue and Taxation committee bills.

Update on Bills:
1. AB 1238 – Gut and amend from 2015.  Allows electronic identification for online requests for public records.  Always been a problem with privacy groups.  A lot of opposition.  Bill is dead.  It will be reintroduced in a new standalone bill before February.

2. AB 1546 – Intaglio print requirement and security features.  Approved unanimously by the Assembly Health Committee and Appropriations Committee.  Deadline to move out of the floor is today.
4. Bill Review
For bill assignments, please see the Tracking Chart.  

Kammi Foote will work on all Assembly CEQA (California Environmental Quality Act) bills.

5. Notary Bonds
Brought up at New Law.  Originally introduced by Shasta County.  Notary bonds are different than legal registration bonds.  Secretary of State regulate the notaries.  Counties should not have a problem with notary bonds.  When a person becomes a notary, everything is a 4 year bond.  Term and bond are both 4 years.  The original issue is because some notaries were bringing in old bonds in Shasta County. Since this is regulated by the Secretary of State, this was taken out of the proposal.
6. AB 285 Continuing Education
Law requires 15 hours of continuing education.  This law applies to both the UDA and LDA, but the UDA does not have education requirements.  Many counties don’t have UDAs.  LDAs have an association, and they put the education requirements on themselves.  Need more clarification about UDA requirements.
