1. Call to Order   Meeting started at 10:00 AM.  Also in attendance: Margarita Williams, Santa Cruz; Julie Poochigian, Tulare; Margaret Tseng, San Mateo; Cindy Lee, Fresno; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative. 
2. Approval of Minutes (May 26th, 2016) Corrected spelling of Joani Finwall’s last name.  Motion to approve, Portia Sanders, Los Angeles; Second Jenny Stasik, San Bernardino; passed unanimously. 
3. Legislative Advocate Update
Legislative year more than halfway over.  Next week is the last week before a month break.  July 1st is a hard deadline.  Many bills will be updated and amended.  August 31st will be the end of a 2 year session.  Election year also makes it more complicated, because people want to pass things during their legacy.
Assembly Bill 2882 (Committee on Judiciary) Family Code/Marriage Cleanup

Moving through the Senate.  Up for hearing next week.
Assembly Bill 2128 (Achadjian) “Conflict or War” Deletion

(We amended the bill so the soldier has to sign under penalty of perjury, which removes the burden from the clerks.  Their location is now a legal issue not a clerk issue.)  Moving through.  Might be able to have the Governor sign it in July.
Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries

First part is to use other forms of mailing other than Certified Mail.  Everyone likes that, so it’s moving along.  Second is to present ID, which is also moving.  Third part is County Clerk code cleanup, that is also moving.  
Assembly Bill 1546 (Olsen) Vital Records/Intaglio Print
Cleared Policy Committee deadline.  Everyone is aware of the issue now.  Moving along to be heard in August.
Assembly Bill 2761 (Low) Marriage

Elected and previously elected officials can solemnize a marriage.  Recently amended to “prohibit any of the elected persons from accepting compensation for solemnizing a marriage and prohibits those individuals from solemnizing a marriage if they have been removed from office due to committing an offense or have been convicted of a crime that involves moral turpitude, dishonesty, or fraud.”  This amended part might not be a problem, as the burden of proof relies on the married couple now and not the County Clerk.  One issue is how would someone know if a person has been convicted of a crime?  Hard to pinpoint liability there.  Another issue could be that previously elected officials might be able to accept compensation for solemnizing a marriage.  This could be a lot of money involved.  Some judges in Sacramento make $500 a marriage.  
One county said if the person is suspected of previous criminal activity, the marriage process will be delayed until further inquiry and opinion from County Counsel.
Senate Bill 875 (Gaines) Marriage

This is specific for the elected County Sheriff, not for the staff or deputies.  This bill is unnecessary, because this is included in AB 2761.  Once these bills move into the Governor’s office, there will probably be debate on how to handle these bills.
