1. Call to Order   Meeting started at 10:00 AM.  Also in attendance: Robin January, Placer; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative. 
2. Approval of Minutes (April 28th, 2016) Motion to approve, David V., Ventura; Second Florence Shimano, Marin; passed unanimously.
3. Legislative Advocate Update
Not much has changed.  Last meeting was around the Policy Committee deadline.  The only meetings since then are the fiscal committees.  Tomorrow is the last day for passage from the fiscal committee.  Many bills will die (they are stuck in suspense file).
Assembly Bill 2882 (Committee on Judiciary) Family Code/Marriage Cleanup

Should be easy to get out of fiscal.
Assembly Bill 2128 (Achadjian) “Conflict or War” Deletion

Last meeting, we amended the bill so the soldier has to sign under penalty of perjury, which removes the burden from the clerks.  Their location is now a legal issue not a clerk issue.  Accepted by all veterans groups.

Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries

Bill was amended to say, “an independent courier service using its tracking service that provides documentation of receipt and delivery” instead of “any other means of physical delivery that provides a receipt”.

Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries

We asked them for Notaries to provide ID verification.  Bill is moving along.

Hearing in June 8th in Senate Health Committee.

· SB 928 – Homeless individuals: voter registration, driver's licenses, and identification cards. – Dead.
· SB 974 – Local government: omnibus. – Watch bill.  Does not impact the County Clerk.

· SB 1005 – Marriage. – Watch bill.

· SB 1008 – California Environmental Quality Act. Los Angeles Regional Interoperable Communications System: exemption. – Watch bill.

· SB 1063 – Wage differential between race or ethnicity – Watch bill.  Does not impact the County Clerk.

· SB 1087 – Evidence: production of business records. - Watch bill.

· SB 1102 – Local government: cities, counties, and other agencies. - Recommend to drop.
· SB 1190 – Immigration consultants: employment eligibility and verification forms. – Recommend to drop.
· SB 1255 – Dissolution of marriage: date of separation. - Watch bill.  Does not impact the County Clerk.

· SB 1275 – Public records. - Dead.
· SB 1303 – Legislature: legislative proceedings: audiovisual recordings. – Dead.
· SB 1415 – California Environmental Quality Act: water projects: exemption. - Dead.
· SB 1458 – Property taxation: exemptions: disabled veterans. - Watch bill.

· SB 1473 – Fish and Game Commission: procedures. - Going to cause major revisions.  Watch bill.
5. Marriage Bills
· Discussion: Are all counties going to be determining if the person is an elected official or retired?  This is for officiating marriages.

· LA checks.  They have a list of elected mayors.  If a San Diego mayor wants to do a marriage in LA, then that is acceptable. 

· The law says the people that are getting married, it’s their responsibility to ensure the person marrying them has the ability to marry couples.  If a couple gets married elsewhere, it’s the same situation, and they are supposed to ensure the person has the ability to marry couples.

· Question: Has anyone challenged the legality of their own marriage?

· Answer: Has happened in LA.  The only way to know is if the marriage was subpoenaed. 

· Matt thinks that only the elected Sheriffs will be the ones clearly stated in the bill that will be allowed to marry couples.  To get more clarifying language, we would need to state a position.  Matt can try to ask first.  Portia motions to have Matt go and talk to the author, and if the intention is to have the deputy sheriff included, then we oppose unless amended.

6. Oversight
· Question: Are there any gatekeeping abilities within the County Clerk concerning marriages?

· Answer: We are just record keepers.  The State would give us any gatekeeping abilities.  Gatekeeping would need to be done at State level.

· Some reported examples of fraudulent marriages.

· Many people in the legislature don’t see this as a real issue.
