1. Call to Order
Meeting started at 10:00 AM.  Also in attendance: Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative. 
2. Approval of Minutes (July 12th, 2016).

Motion to approve, Portia Sanders, Los Angeles; Second Chuck Storey, Imperial; passed unanimously. 
3. Legislative Advocate Update
The 2015-2016 session has ended.  Adjourned after midnight on August 31st.  Most are working on campaigning for the upcoming election.  The Governor has until September 30th to act or veto the remaining 700 bills on his desk.

New legislators will be sworn into office in early December.  Then, the old and new legislative members can introduce new bills for the 2017-2018 cycle.  These bills will need to be in print for 30 days before any hearing or amendment.  On the first week of January, the legislature will return to full time.
Assembly Bill 2882 (Committee on Judiciary) Family Code/Marriage Cleanup

Hasn’t been acted on.  Governor will probably sign it this week.  If signed, the law will begin January 1st.
Assembly Bill 2128 (Achadjian) “Conflict or War” Deletion

Burden of proof onto the person getting married, not onto the County or State anymore.  Strong support from military groups.  Chaptered.
Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries / ID Requirement
First part is to use other forms of mailing other than Certified Mail, as long as it provides tracking and a receipt.
Second is to present ID to the clerk, which they currently do not have to provide.  Notaries didn’t argue about this. 

Third part is County Clerk code cleanup, which will help with references.  Chaptered.

Assembly Bill 1546 (Olsen) Vital Records/Intaglio Print
Chaptered.  Urgency clause, effective immediately.

Senate Bill 875 (Gaines) Marriage

This is specific for the elected County Sheriff, not for the staff or deputies.  This bill is unnecessary, because this is included in AB 2761.  Once these bills move into the Governor’s office, there will probably be debate on how to handle these bills.  Chaptered, but if AB 2761 is Chaptered, this makes SB 875 irrelevant.
Assembly Bill 2761 (Low) Marriage

This bill wants elected and previously elected officials be able to solemnize a marriage.  Recently amended to “prohibit any of the elected persons from accepting compensation for solemnizing a marriage and prohibits those individuals from solemnizing a marriage if they have been removed from office due to committing an offense or have been convicted of a crime that involves moral turpitude, dishonesty, or fraud.”  

Enrolled, but if AB 2761 is Chaptered, this makes SB 875 irrelevant.

8. Cleanup of the Family Code 460D

It will give a Clerk the discretion to reprint a marriage license.  For example, a couple comes to get married, and forgot their paperwork.  Perhaps, it would be better customer service to reprint without charging a $90 fee?  The law says to void the license and charge for a new one.
9. Names on a Marriage License
Discussion about what happens if a Clerk makes an error inputting a name.  The hassle a newlywed couple have to go through if there’s an error.  Does the marriage license have to require names on it?  Many things to think of and to discuss.
