1. Call to Order   Meeting started at 10:02 AM.  Also in attendance: Joanna Francescut, Shasta; Gloria, Fresno; Donna Linder, Stanislaus; Robin January, Placer; Matt Siverling, Legislative Representative.
2. Approval of Minutes (February 23rd, 2016) Motion to approve, Teresa Williamson, San Joaquin; Second Monique Blakely, Los Angeles; passed with one correction. Joanna Francescut, Shasta was listed twice in the Call to Order.
3. Legislative Advocate Update
Monday after Spring Break will be busy.  All positions will have to be submitted soon.  Need to determine if there’s anything active that needs to be addressed.

Family Code/Marriage Cleanup

California Family Code Sections related to marriage (Sections 300-536).  Should be put into AB 2082.  Many amendments will be introduced into this code.

Assembly Bill 2128 (Achadjian) “Conflict or War” Deletion

Many issues surrounding what area is considered an area of conflict or war and how to check for accuracy. The committee offered an option to make them sign an affidavit (which they already require), which puts the responsibility on them and not us.  

One problem when the State rejects a marriage license, because we’re already issued copies to the recipients.  Unsure what to do then.

If we remove the “area of conflict of war”, then people could lie about their location.

Opposition says if getting married was this important, they would make time for it, not while you’re deployed overseas.  If the person knows they are going to be deployed, why not get married before?

Colorado, Montana, and Texas all have proxy marriages for the military.

Explicit Authority for Clerks to Manage Notaries/Confidential Marriage Licenses

Can’t find someone to carry this.  Have to rethink how to propose this.  Probably not going to be an active bill this year.

Senate Bill 974:  Expansion of Certified Mail Requirement for Notaries and Notary ID Requirement

Should pass easily.

Assembly Bill 2033 (Wilk) California Administrative Code Of Regulations

25/26 counties put their Administrative Code in the law library.
Assembly Bill 1646 (Gallagher) LDA Cleanup

Making sure this only applies to LDAs not UDAs, because UDAs do not have an education requirement.

Assembly Bill 1546 (Olsen) Vital Records/Intaglio Print

We decided to introduce a bill to act as a discussion piece in the upcoming year.  This bill was eligible for hearing in January.  It was heard by the Assembly Health Committee, who approved it 19-0.  It was also approved by the Assembly Appropriations Committee and will now need to get of the Assembly Floor by the end of this week.  The measure contains language requiring a study of the current options and whether we are appropriately protecting this information with the best technology available or if other avenues should be explored.  The measure is currently in the Senate awaiting a referral to policy committee. 

Assembly Bill 1707 (Linder) Public Records

The bill would now only require a written response to a written request, and would not require any “lists” of withheld documents to be created, but would require that you describe each type of exemption relied upon in withholding a record or records specific to the request, as opposed to specific to the records affected.  In other words, if there is a document that is not provided in response to a public records request, the county would need to cite why (code sections).

· AB 1749 – California Environmental Quality Act: exemption: recycled water pipelines. - Watch bill.  No effect on the filling process.

· AB 1833 – Transportation projects: environmental mitigation. - Watch bill.  No effect on the filling process.

· AB 1843 – Applicants for employment: criminal history. - Applicants for Employment: Criminal History – Talks about what information we can release, mostly about juveniles.  Might not impact us.  Watch bill.  Might be able to drop soon.
· AB 1886 – California Environmental Quality Act: transit priority projects. - Watch bill.  No effect on the filling process.

· AB 1946 – Driver’s licenses. - Watch bill.  Cleanup bill to repeal $5 fee.

· AB 1957 – Public records: body-worn cameras - Probably drop in a few months.  No effect.

· AB 1974 – County recorder: recordation of documents. - Recorder bill, advised to drop.

· AB 1981 – California Environmental Quality Act: environmental impact report. - Watch bill.  Spot bill.

· AB 1988 – Public Meetings: closed sessions: confidential reports. - Watch bill.

· AB 2566 – Notaries public: acceptance of identification. - Neutral.  Not specific to County Clerk, but we do look at IDs.
· AB 2578 – California Environmental Quality Act: judicial relief. – Watch bill.  Might not impact us.

· AB 2611 – The California Public Records Act: exemptions. - Watch bill.  

· AB 2636 – Certified copies of marriage, birth, and death certificates: electronic application. - Advise to Support.

· AB 2674 – State archives: Online Archives Program. - 

· AB 2675 – Sales and use tax exclusion: income taxes credits: electric vehicle infrastructure. - Probably drop.

· AB 2761 – Marriage. - Watch bill.

· SB 877 – Requirement to Create a Violent Death Database maintained by the State’s Department of Health – Watch bill.  Should not affect us, but it may affect the the County’s Department of Health.
· SB 901 – Transportation projects: Advanced Mitigation Program. - Recommend to drop or watch.
· SB 928 – Homeless individuals: voter registration, driver's licenses, and identification cards. – Watch bill.
· SB 974 – Local government: omnibus. – Watch bill.  Does not impact the County Clerk.

· SB 1063 – Wage differential between race or ethnicity – Watch bill.  Does not impact the County Clerk.
· SB 1005 – Marriage. – Watch bill.
· SB 1087 – Evidence: production of business records. - Watch bill.

· SB 1102 – Local government: cities, counties, and other agencies. - Watch bill.
