  Motion by Barbara Chambers,  seconded by Terri Lipscomb to approve the minutes of   

  the January 20, 2011 committee  meeting.  Motion carried.              
   Legislative Analyst Report (Matt Siverling):

· January 21 is the last day to introduce bills.  
· Assemblymember Wagner has picked up the translation bill. 

· Participated in conference call  re:  Los Angeles County’s proposal for legislation re: FBN’s. 

· The legislature’s focus continues to be on budget issues.  
Monique provided additional information on  LA County’s proposal for legislation to require FBN filers to execute filings under penalty of perjury stating that the information provided on the form is true and correct.  The proposal includes a BOS option which to require a “Certificate of Identity” to be completed by the filer.  Further,  it may be too late to get the bill out this session,  but they are still moving forward
Committee members discussed the Certificate of Identity which would require action verification by the Clerk.   Karen suggested the addition of  “prepared by”,  similar to what is used by tax preparers. 
Monique reported that her County Counsel is reviewing the proposed language,  and there has been concerns re: the penalty of perjury statement.  Discussion was held on the possibility of attaching a civil rather than criminal penalty,  like Civil Code 1189(2) pertaining to notaries who willfully state as true material facts that are false.   The current B & P Code for FBN’s [17930] contains such language for false statements, at the misdemeanor level with a maximum fine of $1,000.  
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Vicki  suggested a  review of   B & P  17900 to 17930  to identify other potential            

 options.  Monique will keep the committee posted on any new developments on the 
 legislative proposal.
