The Legislative Committee is responsible for the content of the County Clerk portion of the Annual New Law Workshop, including new law presentation, production of the workbook and session topics.   Committee members also participate to varying degrees in the planning or presentation of County Clerk sessions at the Association’s Annual Conference.
